Georgina pointed out that planning effects most elements of our lives and this new Joint Core Strategy will help deliver the Sustainable Community Strategy. 

The current consultation has just ended and this looked at the Issues within the three areas, this document covered: Self reliance, retail, Culture, leisure and tourism, regeneration, green infrastructure, flooding, housing, climate change, aging population, skills and education, jobs, deprivation, transport and skills. 

Georgina’s main aim was to come to the meeting to make people aware of this process and for them to get involved with future events. There is a plan to have a joint LSP meeting in April/May time. Also they need to communicate with the hard to reach and it would be great to get some children together to ear their views?
