Minutes

1st September 2010

Actions:

· Circulate Compact with minutes – LR

· Continue conversation on possible changes – LR, SC, PB

· SC to send LR presentation

· LR to circulate membership list – all to suggest new members.

1. Welcome and Introduction

Sue Cochrane, the new Public Health Manager for Gloucester chaired the meeting in Pat’s absence.

Welcome and Introductions were carried out and an informal conversation about the LSP Executive/Strategic Group Induction which had happened that morning occurred. Lorna and Sue updated the group on the new structure and potential new direction.

2. Minutes and Matters Arising

All actions were up to-date.

Action: Lorna to send updated Compact report to group.

Action: Sue to speak to Helen Flitton about putting all PCT strategies in one place.

3. Small Grants Update – Sue and Emmanuel

There was £15k allocated to the HCP by the PCT, which was used for Small Grants. Not a great deal of applications were entered but four have been allocated money.

· Streetgames – to expand the current programme

· GP Referral Scheme – to expand the project

· Bangladeshi Women’s Group – Female Gym Sessions

· White City Sexual Health Project

· Infobuzz project - alcohol use & parenting consultation & research

Applications that did not receive funding:

· Sheltered Housing Fitness Scheme

· Safer Gloucester Talent Event (alcohol misuse)

· Finlay and Tredworth Childrens Centre

· Together in Matson

· Gymnation

About £3k has been put aside for a potential substance misuse project but this is currently being worked on.

From the four projects funded the total allocation is £8891 (+possible £3k)

The rest of the money can be spent on the groups priorities or for the group to commission a piece of work. Must be spent before 31st March.

4. NHS Gloucestershire Health profiles Presentation – Sue

Sue introduced the new Director of Public Health’s Annual Report, which can be seen online at: ww.nhsglos.uk/content/publication.html 

It is hoped that future funding and the HCP Small Grants funding can be used to address the needs put forward in this paper.

Action: Sue to give Lorna slides for website

Sue went through some headline issues in the three papers presented:

· Expected population increase of 27.5% - especially in young people. Much higher then county average.

· Child Poverty

· Coronary Heart Disease

· High teenage pregnancy rate

· High level of respiratory heart disease

· Highest level of skin cancer in county, which is often preventable (sun beds)

· Good Chlamydia Screening uptake in the city

Marmot Review – Strategic Review of Health Inequalities post 2010.

Social marketing data on future health issues, which are important to focus on as this is where behaviour change interventions focusing on prevention can make a difference. 

Dean told the group that there will be a community hospital opening up in the city next year, it is based between a lot of the areas of deprivation (Barton, Matson, Coney Hill, Abbeymead). 28 bed facility with a community element. Rooms available for other health areas to use – integrated healthy life style service could sit in here?

5. Facilitation: New Priorities for the HCP – Lorna

Lorna told the group that the Executive was meeting on the 17th September and that the group should push some priorities up to them for future work steams. Pat, Sue and Lorna had got together and looked at the current plan and the County Health and Well Being plans and had drawn up a list of 6 possible areas for the group to decide on:

1. Physical Activity and Obesity

2. Mental health

3. Smoking

4. Substance misuse

5. Sexual health

6. Aging population

The group started a general conversation about the above issues but also about the wider groups.

Discussion on Priorities:

· Smoking is a key issue but is the place to do it? Already have smoking shop and trainers. 

· Lots of work on sexual health taking place

· Could possible link Physical Activity and mental health

Discussion on the group:

· Need to readdress the membership. Is the membership always low or is it time of year?

· Need more non statuary groups to come along? Could access the Assembly/GAVCA for help, what is the incentive? But is this the right forum for them?

· Need to address the role of the group.

· Yearly programme to match above priorities?

· Ask for a contribution from those not attending

· Pilot theme idea, help to steer current issues. 

· Be aware of duplication

Do we add value by plugging gaps but if we can’t find a gap why are we here? Or do we become a coordination/steering group?

Role to link up with GP consortiums in the future.

Possible plan: 6 key areas for the year, each meeting is dedicated to each theme. Make sure all partners feed into the agenda. Keynote speakers? Could it be in place by November?

Action: To map out themes to sustainable community strategy, look at gaps and can fill in information from themed meetings. What actives are happening where? Ask all partners to contribute.

Action: membership list to be circulated with minutes, who needs to be added.

Time to take stock and target new groups.

Idea to be put to the wider HCP and passed Pat Bailey (chair).

No formal gaps were found to pass up to the executive in time for the 17th meeting.
