1. Welcome and Introduction

Pat Bailey welcomed people to the meeting and the new members introduced themselves. 

2. Minutes and matters arising

The minutes were agreed to be accurate.

On page 4, first line, it should read 1.3million pounds not just 1.3million.

Actions from last meeting still outstanding:

· Tessa to circulate commissioning standards

· There have been a number of changes since we last met re: Hospital Bed Closers but Pat agreed to pull together a Summary.

· Still need to speak to NHS Gloucestershire about being seen as a stake holder for future consultations. (Pat and Sue)

· Lorna, Sue and Pat to meet in August to further develop new style ‘action card’ for HCP.

· Julius to send Falls Prevention Plan to Lorna

Pat reported that the issue of communication between LAA/LSP structures and the PCT Health and Well Being Group had been raised in the last meeting and that Shona Arora had agreed that this needed to be looked at. Currently, there is no communication down to the Gloucester HCP despite our action plan being the basis for their Gloucester work. 

Lorna Robinson brought forward an item of AOB around the action plan. A new draft ‘Action Card’ has been trialled with the Financial Inclusion Sub Group of the Stronger Communities Theme Group. Group agreed that this new template looked better and easier to use. Lorna explained that she wanted to keep them to 3 pages, unlike the current plan, which is about 5 pages, just concentrating on partnership work, not activities that would happen anyway.

Lorna also reminded members that the consultation on the LSP Priorities is currently out and there is an online questionnaire on the home page of the website. Pat urged people to access this as it will set the groups priorities going forward. The future priorities will be based on this, stats from across the city and residents opinions so will give an holistic picture. 

JCS Update: At the last meeting Lorna reported on the Joint Core Strategy and a number of questions were posed regarding elderly housing provision and around summer consultations. Georgina Wood has kindly provided the following response:

“We try to avoid the summer as much as possible for consultation.  The current consultation is an informal / unofficial consultation.  We are trying to show people that work is continuing and provide the opportunity to see how things have progressed since the last consultation, to demonstrate that feedback during the last consultation (November to February) has been taken on board and parts of the document have already been re-written accordingly.  The current consultation is running from 29th June to 9th August and has tried to avoid the main August holiday period.  Please be assured that this is a very informal consultation and there will be plenty of opportunity to be involved as the Joint Core Strategy options work progresses.  Please also be assured that I will pass your concerns onto the team for consideration with any future consultations.

The housing needs of the elderly have been indeed been taken into account, not only through the Joint Core Strategy but also within the emerging County-wide Housing Strategy.  The County Council is also currently looking into Care Home provision.  Population projections for the County form a vital part of evidence for the Joint Core Strategy and these demonstrate an aging population and an increasing number of single person households.  This is reflected in the new Part 1 (out for consultation) and will be reflected in policies that emerge through the document. “
3. GL Communities Update

Unfortunately Dorrett couldn’t join us and the report of activity needs to go thought the GL Communities board before she can bring it to the group.

Cherrie kindly talked us through some of the actives that GL Communities had been up to re: physical activity including baby bounce, fresh start and fat club.

Links have been made through the city and these positive relationships will be built on in the coming year.

A general discussion followed:

· Funders need to realise that pump priming isn’t enough, funding needs to continue so that services last. Start up costs are higher then continued support.

· There is an opportunity for Voluntary and community sector and groups like HCP who have links with GP’s (fresh start) to help guide the new health spending.

· Forums like HCP, will be more important then ever during the cuts but we need to access people and groups who won’t want to sit in a strategic meeting. Possible link to Neighbourhood partnerships, school health weeks, fun days, healthy past times etc.

· Calendar of ‘national events’ e.g. stop smoking week, ride you bike to work week, Age Concern …does this exist? Healthy Living Alliance looking into this.

4. Discussion on New Government Changes

Carrying on from the previous discussion Sue Cochrane [Gloucester Public Health manager], mentioned that the White Paper for the PCT is being consulted on now, until the final White paper is launched in the autumn we shouldn’t speculate on what may happen.

PCT’s currently do a lot of commissioning of prevention and promoting general health, something GP’s will not of had experience of. Need to work with groups of GP’s to educate and train before the PCT closes. Could this GP approach lead to a bigger postcode lottery then now?

The current Public Health budget should be ring fenced but how this is spent could be very different. 

More hospitals will become trusts, which will give them more freedom.

Would a public meeting/agenda item at exec help to clarify these changes? (Pat to think about)

5. Small Grants Applications

Closing date is today (21st) so far we have had 6 applications, which is lower then normal. Pat, Lorna, Sue and Emmanuel will be meeting on the 28th to assign the money, if there is an under spend we could look at spending this as a group. With the current financial climate in mind, there will be a review of the current criteria and process for next year’s funding for example Cheltenham spent their allocation very differently.

6. Action Planning

Action plan was discussed earlier in the meeting. Sue, Lorna and Pat will develop this and being it back to the September meeting.

7. Round Robin and AOB

· Morgana: CYPAG summer programme developed and on website.

· Sue: Health needs paper due in September so could help shape priorities, will being to next meeting.

· Julius: Personalisation of budget is live looking first at older people. Also Total Place Pilots are set up. In Tewksbury its focus is the elderly but in Gloucester it is young people and families. 

· Aspire free swim till end of the summer holidays, will be running a pre-pay swim as much as you like card for under 16 and over 60’s which will still make swimming affordable.

· Isabel: Health Trainers are doing well, have won a bid to do some work at the Isis Centre and to possibly extend the programme. Quarterly report coning soon.
