	Undecided.  This focuses on the Gloucestershire Urban Economic Strategy, which has not yet been formalised.  Gloucestershire First should approve the Strategy and Delivery Plan this month.
	Await publication of the Strategy and then consider options for delivery.

	4.3  Everyone has access to quality skills and job opportunities, bringing people out of poverty and into work.
	Operational group of the City Employment Plan, acting as a quasi-PAG of the Gloucester Partnership.  Reporting in to the Executive.


	The Executive agreed this at the last meeting.

Operational group will be developed and will report to the Executive.

	4.4  Physical regeneration of the City delivers social, cultural, economic and environmental benefits for local people and their communities


	Westgate PAG takes responsibility for this outcome and widens its focus across the whole city.  Reporting in to the Executive.
	Executive delegates delivery of this outcome to Westgate PAG.  PAG begins action planning.
