· Ensure that issues relevant to the Voluntary and Community Sector are communicated to the Voluntary and Community Sector.

· GAVCA will encourage Voluntary Sector participation in the theme groups of the LSP (not including the Safer Gloucester Partnership). 

· Backfill payments to the two community sector advisers (4meetings x 3 hours).

This SLA will be monitored by the LSP Officer, in December 2011 and a full report of activities will be required at the Joint Executive and Strategic Group meeting in April 2012.
