	Saintbridge Allotments (Gloucester City Council)

Improvements to fencing, hedges and a gate to reduce vandalism and improve the feeling of safety. There is a high amount of vandalism on the site. At the moment some of the allotment users are becoming discouraged. A new project would help to motivate the local people into forming their own allotment society.
· Positive statement for the community and councilors to see.

· Tie-in with the planned work on the Saintbridge Balancing Pond.

· Hedges and banks around the allotment form wildlife corridor to the pond joining up the local area to the Local Nature Reserve.

· The Friends of Saintbridge Balancing Pond have offered their support.  They hope to improve their volunteer numbers and improve public awareness of their work

· The costs could be reduced by using the Probation service to carry out some of the work i.e. fence removal, hedging etc.

Funding requested £9,000 – match funding for larger bid

	Tall Ships Festival (Gloucester City Council)

The first Gloucester Tallships Festival took place in Gloucester Docks between 26th and 29th October 2007.  The main attraction was the five tallships with a range of water and land based activity and entertainment including a music stage, workshops, living history and street entertainment and the atmospheric lighting of the tallships at night.

It is hoped that the 2008 event planned for the October half-term weekend will build upon the success of 2007, which saw in the region of 30,000+ visitors. The event attracted widespread media coverage and it is estimated that the event brought in around £1 million into the local economy.

One of the purposes of the Tallships Festival was to become a flagship event to re-establish the city locally, regionally and nationally after the summer floods.

	Physical Activity in Sheltered Schemes (Gloucester City Homes)

We would like to promote health & well being of residents at our ten sheltered accommodation schemes and have identified a Music & Movement Class or Armchair Aerobic Class that would enable the residents, to get involved in light physical activity that is aimed at the capabilities of the over 60’s.

In order to provide this class we have identified a suitably qualified instructor to carry out these classes in the sheltered schemes, on a weekly basis.  Each class would cost £35 per hour to carry out in one of our sheltered schemes, and would provide approximately 10 residents with a social occasion and fitness class. 

To carry out one class per week, at one of the sheltered schemes for 50 weeks per year would cost £1750,00:

1 scheme weekly fitness class =  £1750.00

2 schemes weekly fitness class = £3500.00

3 schemes weekly fitness class = £5250.00

4 schemes weekly fitness class = £7000.00
