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Small Grants Funding

Draft Grant Guidelines

Background

In May 2010 the previous Executive Board agreed that the Partnerships £10,000 under spend should be set aside to help commission the Theme Groups to deliver some of the Partnership’s new priorities.

Since then the City Vision Concept has been agreed and theme groups have decided upon their short-term delivery options.

Decision: does the partnership still want to use this money to support new/existing initiatives? Or is it better to save this funding to ensure the Partnership can operate in 11/12?

Draft Grant Guidelines

If the Partnership still feels that having a Small Grants pot is useful the following guidelines are suggested:

Eligibility:

The Gloucester Partnership will fund:

· Projects that deliver elements of the 2008-2018 Sustainable Community Strategy.
· Projects that can show joint working and that can match the amount provided by the Partnership.

· New and existing projects inc Capital Projects
· Will only fund projects that can show sustainability or have a clear exit strategy.
· All projects must belong to, and be supported by a theme group.
Process:

All bid’s must be submitted to the LSP Officer, strong bids will then be taken forward to the next Executive Group meeting for consideration. 

Any person/group bidding will be given an answer within 2 months and will receive feedback on their submission.

Successful projects will need to report their outcomes to the theme group. A summary of all funded project will be included in the end of year joint meeting.

Who’s Responsible?

· The Theme Groups are responsible for the monitoring of the projects.

· The Executive is responsible for allocating the funding and had overall accountability for the Small Grants Pot.
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
