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Big City Plan Update

Background:

At the Induction event, the concept of a shared vision for the city was discussed. This is very much a new idea and as of yet hasn’t been through the Councils Cabinet. The outline proposal will be going to Planning Policy Sub Committee on the 30th September.

Current Discussion:

The general feel at the Induction was one of support and interest and their was some useful feedback with how this might look and be developed (See Induction report, Item 8).

Following on from this meeting the LSP Support Team met with the Gloucester Spatial Planning Team to discuss a way forward and how this ‘Big City Plan’ may look. There are statutory duties for both the Sustainable Community Strategy and any Local Planning Framework, which need to be considered during this process.

Everyone in the partnership has a key role to play in developing this process.

Key questions that need to be answered are:

· What is Gloucester now?

· What does Gloucester want to be?

· What previous work has been done which can be utilised?

· What is the working title for the project?

The structure of documents may look like this:
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Way Forward:

· Executive needs to formally support the idea and agree in principle to allocate adequate resources to the development whether it is time, staff or finances.

· Planning Policy Sub Committee needs to agree to the concept – 30th September.

· A working group needs to be pulled together – should this be a theme group of the LSP?

· Previous consultations, local plans etc should be pulled together to see what has been suggested previously.

· These should then be consulted on to see if it’s still relevant.

· From that point, the vision can start to be pulled together.

· Any consultation results can be used to re-write the Sustainable Community Strategy Sub Chapter.
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
