Gloucester City Small Grants Application 2010/11

The Public Health Directorate has a budget allocated for the following priority areas:

· Reducing smoking

· Tackling obesity 

· Sensible drinking 

· Improving sexual health

· Improving mental and emotional wellbeing

The purpose of the budget is to initiate projects and interventions that target these health priorities in line with the Director of Public Health’s Annual Report 2009-10, Sustainable Communities Strategy (SCS) and Healthy Gloucestershire Strategy. Programmes that additionally tackle health inequalities are particularly encouraged - these would focus on groups experiencing the worst health outcomes, including older people, BME communities, homeless people, those living in areas of high deprivation
 and those with mental health problems or suffering social exclusion. 

There has already been one round of applications for this money in July 2010, which has now been allocated. There is £3,000 remaining unspent and so we would now like to invite for a second round of applications. Applications should be for amounts between £100 and £3,000. Applications are welcomed from any organisation willing to commit to contributing to the Gloucester Healthy City Partnership. 
The criteria for funding is outlined below. 

Projects/interventions should:

· Include any of the DPH report, SCS or Healthy Gloucestershire Strategy target areas (see above)

· Be based on evidence based practise or be innovative and include a robust evaluation to contribute to the evidence base

· Be based on need or includes needs analysis

· Target inequalities by focussing on geographical areas of deprivation or communities of interest (including ‘hard to reach’ groups)

· Respect and advocate for equal opportunities

· Address health inequalities more prevalent in one or more of the six equality groups (covered by legislation) i.e. gender, disability, ethnicity (including gypsies and travellers and Irish), religion and belief, sexual orientation and age.

· Consider sustainability (of the benefits, not necessarily of the project itself)

· Be carried out, as far as possible, through partnership working and be Compact compliant.

Applications need to show how reporting, monitoring and evaluation will be carried out. We would also like you to make a short presentation to the Healthy City Partnership in June 2011 to demonstrate how your work has achieved the above criteria.
