Minutes were agreed.

MONITORING PROGRESS

Park access issue for those with limited or reduced mobility at Coney Hill.  Matt Hill gave an update on the situation.  There has been a meeting of the steering group and they are working through the community partnership to redesign the park.  The project is now being pushed along and the developers will sort out the issues.  The funding is in place, its just that the development along that side of the park is being done last.  

UPDATES

Play Portfolio

Francis gave an update on the Play Portfolio.  There has been a delay in establishing the extended play ranger scheme.  The contract went out to tender and has been won by Play Gloucestershire.  The project will be expanding in Gloucester based on the needs identified by the Play sub-group.  There will be a build-up over three years to full capacity, hopefully with play rangers working in term time and holidays.  Bilkis agreed that the scheme was well-used but would like to see more parents getting involved, so it is not seen as childcare.

Varsha suggested that play rangers are invited to SHAPE cluster meetings.  It was agreed to ask Pip Levett to come and talk to the group about play rangers to allow greater networking.

Action – Ask Pip Levett to talk to the group about Play Rangers.

Summer Activities and Flood Recovery

Partners saw and used the summer activities brochure.  It is unclear how many young people actually used the brochure.  Young people at White City and Gloucester City Council put it together.  The flooding happened on the first day of the summer holidays and most of the activities in the first week were rained off.  By the second week, the programmes had recovered and the schedules were re-jigged.  YP were interested in the activities due to the poor weather.  There were ups and downs in the take-up in neighbourhoods but the overall take-up was good by the end of the holidays.  When we were asked after the flooding, what we were doing for CYP, we could give them the programme.  SHAPE team offered to distribute the programme in the future to Extended Services Meeting where head teachers are present.

It would be useful to have a yearlong programme but there are obvious difficulties in planning.  It is also useful to have a booklet of provider information.  The last one of these was compiled in 2005.  Work is also being done on the Youth Offer and involving young people in mapping provision.  There is no money attached to this at the moment.  It is hoped the Offer will be published after Christmas.  Terry could come and present it to the group with young people.

The SHAPE team got involved in the flood response in Tewkesbury and worked in an early years centre to get their summer activities up and running.  They were able to find out about issues such as displacement and travelling to school.

Young people got involved in water distribution and really enjoyed it.  Many got involved through faith groups.  It also allowed the YP to develop a relationship with police.

JAR – October 2007

David gave an update on the JAR.  The Inspectors are currently with the County Council for analysis week and are deciding which projects to visit.

Commissioning: what does it mean?

The group received a presentation from Hilary Davis on the CYPD approach to commissioning (see attached presentation).

The team are asking for any evidence partners may have around emerging needs, to feed into a needs analysis.

CYPAG Needs Analysis

The group updated the needs analysis (see attached).  Some identified needs have been addressed, some have been put into the high level Sustainable Community Strategy and others are still outstanding.

The next step is action planning and it was proposed that the next meeting is dedicated to action planning.

Action – the next meeting is dedicated to an action planning workshop

Gloucester City Homes now have money available to work with CYP.  They are currently supporting the Family Intervention Project and other youth activities.
