	Youth offer

Ivor Daniel – potential bid for City Centre and Longlevens to provide youth work activities. It will ensure Friday night funding for Longlevens is more sustainable.  Engagement participation days in Kings Square during the summer holidays, and additional sessions at the Raven Centre, will also be funded.

Timescales have meant that additional partners may have been excluded. Concerns were expressed about the process. Diana Organ did contact Calvin Williams at GAVCA to talk about the funding, but it appears that he has now left. 

It appears that each district has different timelines of when the money is allocated. 

SHAPE is asking how the areas were chosen as having been prioritised for funding/bids. 

It was agreed that GAVCA should be informed regarding any funding opportunities and also Gloshub.

Agreed that there is a big need for provision in Quedgley and Kingsway. There is an outreach worker working out of Equals Youth Centre. Crime prevention are receiving referrals from the Kingsway area - play spaces have been vandalised so younger children under 12 and their mothers are also suffering  – PATA have done some work here.

SHAPE asked if Play Rangers may be commissioned separately – Yes, if revenue is available. 

Development of community sport funding used this year but next year the funding could be transferred to Quedgley area.
