	1. Minutes of the last meeting (1st July) and arising issues

· White City have received £40,000 for the adventure playground.  This will provide a full time worker and overheads. There is still a shortfall for part time staff.

	2. Barry Jones – Making Progress Pilot Leader

Barry described the Making Progress Pilot.  This is aiming to raise progression rates through Key Stage 2 and 3.  The pilot includes:

· Single level tests 

· Individual tuition – up to 10 hours individual tuition in English and/or maths can be offered to 10% of those participating.  Tuition is outside school hours and is aimed at hard to reach children.

· Progression targets

· Progression premium – payment to schools where progression has improved to allow it to be sustained.

7 secondary schools and 42 linked primary schools are involved in the pilot.  

The funding is for two year and year 1 has now been completed.  Results are very positive.
	

	3. Kingsway – Sheila Golder

Sheila and Ivor talked about the issues for young people in Kinsgway and youth work activities that are taking place.

Kingsway is developing rapidly and will be the same size as Quedgeley.  Issues include:

· The youth pod bought for Kingsway can not be used because of funding needed to site/connect it.

· Funding for workers from Gloucestershire Housing Association is due to end.

· Extended Services money funded workers over the Summer.

· Consultation has taken place with young people.

· Young people in Kingsway are not keen to go to Quedgeley and access Equals. Trips organised by the Youth Service over the summer aimed to ensure that young people from the two areas mix.

There has been no increase in youth work funding for the expansion of Kingsway.
	

	4. Jane Shotbolt – Community Lead Professional Team

The team work with all children with disabilities.  There is funding available to provide short breaks for children and to help children access activities.  Those eligible need to have a diagnosed condition.  The grants aim to support individuals.  

There is a Youth Games Event for young people with disabilities on the 24th September.  A Junior Disability Club will be restarting soon.

The CLP Team can pay for transport and can look at funding equipment that will improve access to activities.
