Pip fed back that play provision funding has now moved on. There is commitment for funding from the ‘Vulnerable Children and Young Peoples’ funding pot.

Barry Jones had not been invited – Chris Cooke agreed to follow this up.

CYPAG Action Plan draft for 2008/10 
Frances and Ivor will be reporting back to the Gloucester Partnership meeting this Friday, therefore group members need to discuss the plan and come to a joint agreement on the way forward.

Francis has produced a simpler version, which was circulated (attached).
Action point a) it was agreed that this particular priority would be taken forward by Francis Gobey and Sarah Pettifer.

Action point b) Diana highlighted an example of a potential partnership action with regards to reduce teenage pregnancy and addressing a specific gap in services around reaching the most vulnerable young people.  However this piece of work had not been successful in receiving funding.

It was agreed that Diana and Paul Mathurin would organise a meeting to discuss this priority further.

Action c) It was agreed that this action would be progressed by Dawn, Pip, Colin, Jane and Morgana.

Action d) Pip suggested this priority to be included in the Play offer.

Action:  It was agreed that everyone involved in one of the above priorities should meet once prior the next CYPAG meeting and be prepared to report back to the rest of the group.

Gloucester Play Portfolio

Piara Singh from the Big Lottery attended the meeting; he has been undertaking a monitoring visit.  Piara was very impressed with what he had seen so far and made the following comments:

· Visible passion for play

· Strong partnership working

· Play high on the agenda

He reminded everyone that there was still funding available via Reaching Communities and Awards for All.  He had been listening to the idea’s generated by the group and suggested some of these ideas could possibly funded by the Big Lottery.

The Big Lottery is also looking at working with the Government to distribute non lottery funding.  The discussions are at early stages.
Youth Offer Funding Programme for 2008/9 
There is £19,900 available for use by Voluntary and Community organisations in Gloucester to enhancing the Youth Offer. Ivor explained that the group is responsible for making recommendations to the Children and Young People Team who will be administering the funding pot. A panel of young people will make the decision.  Monica Phelps is responsible for sending out the forms.

It was asked where the gaps are and what the timetable is.
The purpose of the funding is to enhance existing provision or to meet a gap.  The following suggestions made for funding:

· Young Gloucestershire – additional youth session at the Raven Centre

· City centre event targeting young people during the summer holidays

· Additional play ranger activities

Summer Activities brochure 2008 

The Youth Service produced a brochure last summer which was praised widely.  The brochure was collated and put together by a group of young people.  

Everyone wanting to promote their activities needs to bring their details to the next CYPAG meeting (1/7/08).
